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White pine is OK for indoor use. If the table will be
exposed to the weather, use treated pine.

Fasteners: 36, 2"x #8 deck screws.

Note: Pre-drill a 1/16" pilot for each screw to prevent
splitting the wood.

When you're finished, you can finish it however you
like, stain, varnish, paint, etc. I just sanded mine lightly
and applied a coat of polyurethane varnish.
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CAUTION! Always wear safety glasses and other
 protective gear when using power tools.
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Table leg assemblies. Make 4 of these. Make sure the 15/16"
holes are eentered and square. The 1x2 Feet pieces can be
added after the table is assembled. I cut one of the legs very
accurately and then used it for a pattern. The "V" cut on the
end can also be the pattern for the table top supports.
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Table top supports. Cut 4 of these. Make sure the 15/16"
holes are centered and square.
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Begin the assembly as shown with the long dowel rod.
Notice the angles on all 4 components is facing downward.

With the dowel flush to the outside of the legs, lock it
into place with a 2" long wood screw.
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Now place the 2 outer legs as shown with the angles facing
up. Connect the 2 legs on each end with a 3-1/8" dowel flush
to both legs leaving a 1/8" gap between the two.

Lock the dowels in place with a 2" long wood screw in the
same leg as before.
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Place the 2 outer supports as shown with the angles facing up.
Connect the supports to the outer legs on each end with a 3-1/8"
dowel flush to both parts leaving a 1/8" gap between the two.

Lock the dowels in place with a 2" long wood screw in the
outermost legs.
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Aattach a Ix4, 30-3/4" long at the location shown below to the

inside long legs with 4 screws (pre-drill the pilot holes). The
ends should be flush to the outside long legs.

Before securing the
brace and tabletop,
check to make sure
the assembly is square.

Aattach a 1x10, 36" long at the location shown below to the
inside supports with 6 screws (pre-drill the pilot holes). The

ends should overhang the supports by 1" on each end and 1"
in the front.
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Flip the assembly over and attach the second brace ant table top
at the same locations as the other side except screw the brace to
the outside long legs and the top to the outside supports.

Now, give it test drive!
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Finally, fold the table and attach a 3" piece of 1x2 to each leg as
shown below. This will reduce the tip over potential when the
table is folded and standing in an open area. Bear in mind it is
still top heavy so try to lean it into a solid surface when storing.
