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Pine (or any other lumber type you prefer)

(2) 1x12’5,2’ ~ 11 %” long and (4) 1x4’s, 2'-4 %”long
2)2x25,1-3 %" long

(16) #8x2” deck screws.

Start by cutting (2) 1x12 x 35-1/2” long as shown below. Next, cut the curved areas with a
sabre saw. Drill (8) 3/16” pilot holes at the locations shown. Drill from the “good” side of
the boards. Finally, drill (3) 1/8” Dia., %” deep in the end of the 1 x 12 as shown below.

[image: image3.jpg]Cut (4) 1x4 and drill 1/8” pilot holes in each as shown below. Make sure the rack is
square and fasten it together with 27, #8 deck screws. Next, cut the feet from (2) 2x2’s
and drill 3 holes in each as shown below. Countersink the holes from the bottom of the
foot with a 3/8” drill about %” deep. Attach the feet with 2” long #8 screws.

Cut 4 of these from a 10, 1X4
and drill 2 pilot holes in each
end. Sand the edges smooth

1/8" Dia
3/4" Deep
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Sand all the surfaces and corners
with fine sand paper. Sand in the
direction of the grain or it will
look like scratches in the finish.

Apply a stain of you choice. Let
the stain dry overnight. Next,
buff it down with extra fine steel
wool. Use a vacuum cleaner after
the steel wool to get all the
sawdust , etc. off the rack. Next,
apply a coat of clear satin
polyurethane to the rack. Let that
dry overnight and repeat the steel
wool and varnish process. Do this
as many time as you want. The
more coats, the better it will look.
